Please do not send the registration to school with your child, as it will NOT be processed. It will be sent home or may be
lost and this could result in your child not getting into a class.

Teacher: Tracey Book, music teacher at Loveland Schools.

Description: In the Drum Ensemble, students will have the opportunity to work as a team to play music
using many different kinds of drums and other percussion instruments. Students will play various styles of
music together in the ensemble, including pieces from Africa, Latin America, Asia, and the United States. In
addition, members of the ensemble will work together to create their own drumming composition. There will
be a performance at the end of the class where parents will be invited to hear all their children have
accomplished. This fun, new group is perfect for any student who loves to move around and make lots of
noise!

Cost: $75 per child. There is no discount for multiple classes or multiple children in classes.

Classes: will meet once each week at 3:20-4:20pm on Tuesday’s in Room #6 of LES. The program will meet
for 15 weeks on January 27, Feb 3, 10, 17, 24 Mar 3, 10, 17, 24 Apr 14, 21, 28 May 5, 12, 19 Registration
deadline is January 16, 2009. Class times and location may be adjusted based on enrollment.
Enrollment: These classes are offered to all students residing in the Loveland School District in 3rd and 4th
grades. Students residing in the Loveland School District, but attending other schools will be accepted after
the January 16, 2009 registration date, if space is available. These classes will be filled on a first come first
serve basis. This program is offered by the PTA and is self-supported. This program does not take money
from the school District tax base or the PTA. The program reserves the right to cancel or combine classes as
needed. A minimum of 18 students per class is needed to hold the class with a maximum of 26 students per
class.

Refund Policy: Those moving from the Loveland School District or ill with a doctor’s excuse will be released
from their obligation to pay full tuition. In those cases the tuition will be prorated. If before classes begin on
January 27, 2009, you know you are unable to make the class time offered and the PTA is able to make other
arrangements (I.e. Find a replacement student), you will be refunded. No refunds will be issued after the start
of your child’s first class. If for some reason an instructor is unable to teach a class and a qualified
replacement cannot be found, the class will be cancelled and tuition will be refunded to students. If a class is
under minimum enrollment it may be cancelled and tuition will be refunded.

Pick-up procedure: It is the responsibility of the parents of the students attending the classes to arrange
transportation to and from class. The children taking the class may bring a snack, NO NUTS or food
containing nuts. Please arrive on time to pick-up your child. We understand that there are times when you
may be running late, but if this happens on more than one occasion, you will be charged a babysitting fee of
$1.00 per minute beginning 10 minutes after your class is scheduled to end. This is similar to the policies in
other Enrichment Classes.

Classes will be cancelled if Loveland School are closed due to inclement weather or other circumstances. In
this situation, arrangements will be made for make-up sessions as needed.

Registration deadline is January 16, 2009.
